You have been invited to be a Regional Trainee for the International Camp Director Course to be held in Quebec, September 28-October 3, 3008.

The course precedes the International Camping Congress (ICDC) in Quebec City, October 4-7, 2008 and will be held at La Saisonier, a conference center/camp outside the city. You will be responsible for your own cost of the course ($499 Canadian) and, of course, your travel to the Congress. Fee includes transport to camp and your hotel in Quebec City, food, lodging, course materials and text.

Trainees will be met at the Montreal Airport on September 28 and transported to the conference site, and at the conclusion of the course transported to your hotel in Quebec City. Transport back to Montreal airport will be available at the conclusion of the conference (time and cost will be announced soon).
Trainees arrive on September 28 have a twenty-four period working with the trainers before the course participants arrive.  The trainees will participate in the course, and be given some duties to assist in the training .A final wrap-up session for trainees will be held at the hotel in Quebec City on the evening of October 3. Trainees will receive the regular course materials and text, as well as a copy of the course curriculum. 

Upon successful completion of the course and returning home, the new Trainer will confer with the ICF Regional Representative concerning a potential ICDC in their region and possibly international courses at some future date. The trainer would be part of an international team of trainers and have input on ICDC curriculum and course organization. The trainer would be responsible for developing the course schedule, promotional materials, and securing helpers to help conduct the course in his/her region.
The Trainer would work with the Regional Representative on securing the appropriate site and setting the course fee. The course fee should include all of the costs related to the course, including expenses of the Trainer and helpers as well as materials, text, and room/board.

Background: The International Camp Director Course is tailored after the Basic Camp Director Course (BCDC) developed by the American Camping Association and the text, Basic Camp Management. For a number of years courses have been held in the USA and some international delegates have participated at courses offered in conjunction with their annual conference.  Courses have been held in Venezuela, Bermuda, and Maylasia.   

                   In 2002, an adaptation of the BCDC was offered following the International Camping Congress in Japan with Armand and Beverly Ball as instructors. 


          In 2005, the course was organized as an ICDC and offered at a camp preceding the ICF Congress in Mexico. Richard Chamberlain, Connie Coutellier, Jack Murdock and Armand Ball served as instructors.  These four trainers with over 150 years of experience in the camping field will again form the faculty for the Quebec ICDC.
